WHREAS:

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NOW THREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE MUTUAL PROMISES SET FORTH

IN THIS MOU, THE PARTIES HERE TO AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

The
Second Party will provide its Labs / Workshops / Industrial Sites for the hands-on

Internships and Placements of Students: Second Party will actively engage to help the
delivery of the Internship and placement of students of the First Party into

internships/jobs.

Research and Development: Both Parties have agreed to carry out the joint research

activities in the fields of — Printing and Packaging Technology.

Skill Development Programs:Second Party to train the students of First Party on the

emerging technologies in order to bridge the skill gaps and make them industrial ready.

Expert Lectures: Second Party to extend the necessary support to deliver expert lectures

to the students of the First Party on the technology trends and in house requirements.

Faculty Development Programs: Second Party to train the Faculties of First Party for
imparting industrial exposure / training as per the industrial requirements considering the
National Occupational Standards in concerned sector, if available.

There is no financial commitment on the part of the Department of Printing and

Packaging Technology, School of Engineering and Technology, Central University
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of Haryana, Mahendergarh, Haryana, the First Party to take up any activity mentioned

in the MoU. If there is any financial consideration, it will be dealt separately.

CLAUSE 3 INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

3.1  Nothing contained in this MoU shall, by express grant, implication, Estoppel or
otherwise, create in either Party any right, title, interest, or license in or to the intellectual
property (including but not limited to know-how, inventions, patents, copy rights and
designs) of the other Party.

CLAUSE 4 VALIDITY

4.1  This agreement will be valid initially for a period of 3 years. It can be extended further
with mutual consent.

4.2 Both parties may terminate this MoU upon 30 calendar days’ notice in writing. In the

event of Termination, both parties have to discharge existing obligations.

CLAUSE 5 RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN THE PARTIES

It is expressly agreed that First Party and Second Party are acting under this MoU as
independent entities, and the relationship established under this MoU shall not be
constructed as a partnership. Neither Party is authorized to use the other Party’ name in
any way, to make any representations or create any obligation or liability, expressed or
implied, on behalf of the other Party, without the prior written consent of the other Party.
Neither Party shall have, nor represent itself as having, any authority under the terms of
this MoU to make agreements of any kind in the name of or binding upon the other Party,

to pledge the other Party’ credit, or to extend credit on behalf of the other Party.
