He is the
first scholar from Haryana who has been bestowed
with this award. Prof. Tankeshwar Kumar, Vice-

for this achievement said “It is a great honour for
a young University like the Central University of
Haryana that a senior Professor of the University
and an internationally acclaimed researcher has
been nominated for this prestigious fellowship. Not
only will it bring both National and International
visibility for CUH, but it will also provide
opportunities to open up long-term collaborations
between CUH and American Universities.
Scientific and cultural exchange with scientists
from around the globe will nurture new possibilities
of research and teaching at CUH that our students
can take advantage of in times to come.”

He also holds the
distinction of being the first and the only scientist
from Haryana nominated as a member scientist in
the XXI Indian Scientific Expedition to Antarctica.

He is an Editorial Board member of the journal
‘Expert Opinion on Therapeutic Patents’ published
by Bentham Science Publishers, an Honorary Senior
Advisor of the journal ‘Current Indian Science’
and a reviewer with a number of prestigious
international research journals published by the
American Chemical Society, Royal Society of
Chemistry, Elsevier, Springer, Wiley etc.

Internationally, Fulbright scholars are regarded
as highly respected specialists in their fields and
earning a Fulbright fellowship is considered an
extraordinary honour for the Scholar and the
parent University that recognizes the scholar’s pre-
eminence and influence in their discipline while
improving the international visibility of the parent
University.
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When contacted, Prof. Pawan said that availing
this Fellowship will certainly provide him first-
hand exposure to the American academia and
pedagogy, in-person collaboration
Wesleyan and CUH, and a better grasp of American
science culture by experiencing the multi-ethnic,
multicultural communities of the United States. He
further stated that after availing this award, he will
return to CUH with an expanded worldview, a deep
appreciation for the U.S. higher education system
and its people, and a new network of colleagues
and friends with the potential to expand the higher
education landscape at CUH. The fellowship and
the associated scientific and cultural exchange
will certainly help in further strengthening the
benchmarking of teaching and research at the
Central University of Haryana.

CUH team made an environment-friendly
three-seater electric scooter MITRA

-Laptop battery-based electric scooter
travels 70 kilometres on a single charge

CUH, June 04, 2023

A team of students and teachers at the School of
Engineering and Technology, Central University of
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Haryana (CUH), Mahendragarh, has developed an
electric scooter that can gallop up to 70 kilometres
on asingle charge. This three-seater electric scooter,
which runs on the battery of a laptop, can be used
by charging through any normal electric plug in just
one hour and ten minutes. The Vice-Chancellor of
the University, Prof. Tankeshwar Kumar said that
in today’s time when continuous efforts are being
made for environmental protection, we must make
such innovations which help solve the problem
of pollution and the electric scooter MITRA
prepared by the students and teachers of Electrical
Engineering and Technology Department of the
University, is one such effort. The Vice-Chancellor
said that three people could travel together at a
time with our scooter at a speed of 25 kilometres
per hour. This scooter made from waste material
at a cost of just Rs 21,000 is a pollution-free
environment-friendly product.

This electric scooter was made by the team of
Electrical Engineering Department students
Abhishek Sharma, Adarsh Tiwari, Bhukhya
Vamshi, Mujzkhir Ali Khan, Faizan Ashraf and
teachers Dr Muralidhar Nayak Bhukhya and Dr
Sudhir Kumar. Now CUH has started the process
of filing necessary patents at the University level.
Dr Murlidhar Nayak Bhukhya expressed his
gratitude to the Vice Chancellor Prof. Tankeshwar
Kumar; Prof. Phool Singh, Dean; Prof. Ajay
Bansal, Professor of the Department; and Dr
Rajesh Kumar Dubey, Head of the Department for
their cooperation and guidance in this discovery.
Dr Muralidhar said that MITRA is a friend of the
environment and this scooter made from waste
material has been prepared at a cost of only twenty-
one thousand.

Dr
Sudhir, another member of this team, says that if
this scooter is manufactured on a large scale at the
industry level, then it will be possible to reduce its
cost further and through this many available waste
materials can also be used.

“Meaning does notcome from words, but
from people’s experience”- Professor
Navjit Singh Johal

CUH, May 28, 2023

A lecture focusing on research in the field of mass
communication was organized by the Department
of Journalism and Mass Communication at Central
University of Haryana (CUH), Mahendragarh. In the
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lecture, Prof. of Punjabi University, Patiala. Navjeet
Singh appeared as an expert speaker. Vice Chancellor
of the University Prof. Tankeshwar Kumar said that
such events are helpful to the students in knowing
the practical aspects of the subject and this effort of
the department is commendable.

Pro. Navjeet Singh stressed the importance of
communication in daily life. He said that while
we communicate constantly, it can be challenging
to achieve 100 percent effective communication
with others. He discussed the concept of meaning
of messages, saying that meaning does not lie in
the words themselves but in how people derive
meaning from those words. The true measure of
effective communication is how the recipient of the
message understands the message.

Pro. Navjeet Singh advised the students to reflect
on themselves and said that knowing oneself is
challenging. Referring to the great communication
scientist Marshall McLuhan’s quote, the medium
is the message, he emphasized the role of mobile
phones as a medium that can be both beneficial
and harmful. He called upon the students and
recommended them to select topics for research
which are close to their hearts, and which have
their personal experiences.Pro. Navjeet Singh Johal
mentioned effective reading techniques. Dr. Ashok
Kumar, Head of the Department of Journalism and
Mass Communication, Prof. Expressed gratitude to
Navjit Singh for his informative lecture.
