  For 493 seats in undergraduate courses, 
more than 2 lakh applicants 

To get admission in various undergraduate 
programmes (for the session 2022-23) available 
at Central University of Haryana (CUH), 
Mahendergarh, there is a tremendous competition 
among the students from all over the country. As 
per the direction of the Ministry of Education 
and the University Grants Commission, Central 
University of Haryana is taking admissions 
for undergraduate courses under the Common 
University Entrance Test (CUET) 2022. 
After the last date (May 31) for submitting 
applications, it was found that CUH received 2 
Lakh, 12 Thousand, 722 applications for a total 
of 493 seats in 11 undergraduate and integrated 
courses at CUH. As far as the maximum number 
of applications are concerned, a total of 71624 
applications have been received against the 
60 seats of B.Tech. Computer Science and 
Engineering, which means 1193 applicants are 
willing to take admission on every seat in this 
programme.

The 
application process for postgraduate courses in 
addition to the undergraduate courses available 
in the University is underway and this process 
is also being done through CUET for which 
applications can be submitted till June 18. Prof. 
Phool Singh, Nodal Officer, CUET-2022 (CUH), 
said that since the last year the University has 
been conducting admissions through the Central 
University Common Entrance Test (CUCET) 
held at the level of various Universities. In this 
session, 212722 applications have been received 
for 493 seats of undergraduate courses, which is 
a record in itself. This time most of the central 
universities like University of Delhi, Jawaharlal 
Nehru University are going to conduct admissions 
through CUET for their undergraduate and 
postgraduate courses.

Two-day National Seminar on “Education for

Dr. Kumar assured that this Novel 
drug delivery system (NDDS) certainly help 
people in complete eradication of Tuberculosis 
from India and the target of TB free India will 
be achieved five years prior i.e 2025 to the TB 
free world.
