We all know that data in numbers used in
quantitative research is not always sufficient to
answer the 'how' and 'why' questions related to the
cultural observations, individual and social
complexity, effectiveness of programmes or policies,
social orders and social justice. Therefore,
Qualitative research is conducted within and across
multiple disciplines to understand, explore the above
aspects. She informed that the workshop will provide
an opportunity to interact and learn from eminent
researchers from JNU, TISS, Delhi University and
Punjab University and 72 participants from various
Universities and colleges are attending the
workshop.

The opening remarks were presented by Prof. S.
Srinivasa Rao. He is an eminent scholar in the field of
sociological and educational research. Prof. Rao
talked about Ethnographic research in the context of
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educational research. Ethnographic research
developed through anthropological quests. He laid
emphasis on understanding the importance of "Why'
from the data rather than making a generic statement.
